Operations, Security and Legal

Settled four lawsuits, no new ones initiated.

Received dismissal of a $1.9 million penalty from the IRS relating to the tax-free
financing status of the Tip Facility.

Upgraded internal controls across the company covering payroll, accounts payable,
check processing, and scale house operations.

Signed a long term contract with Ridgewood Power for an $80 million investment

that will expand renewable electric power generation and increase income for
RIRRC.
